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Holocaust Education in New Jersey.....

An Update on Prejudice Reduction
Activities and Mandated Curricula for
Grades K-12 as a Result of the
Continuing Efforts of the New Jersey
Commission on Holocaust Education
under the Leadership of Executive
Director Dr. Paul Winkler

As a Holocaust survivor, I had an
opportunity to take part in some
intense discussions during the lat-
ter portion of Rabbi Silverman’s
outstanding lecture series entitled
“From the Hurban to the Shoah”.
Initially, I shared some personal
experiences, as well as thoughts on
the tragic disbelief of European
Jewry, the silence of survivors and
the unwillingness of the rest of the
world to hear about the atrocities
for a very long time after World
War 11

While there was general agreement
that the Holocaust was a unique
event in history for several well-
documented reasons, a concern
surfaced about our being accused
of pushing only our own agenda,
in spite of the existence of other
genocides. At that point, [
explained that the mission of the
New Jersey Commission on
Holocaust Education has been, for
the last three decades, to combat
prejudice, bias and bigotry, what-
ever its source. At the following
session, | shared with the group
some of its instructional materials
designed in age-appropriate seg-
ments by experts in curriculum
planning at all educational levels.

From its inception as an ad hoc
committee established by
Governor Kean. It evolved into a
standing committee and ultimately

a full-fledged Commission that
achieved the goal of Mandated
Holocaust Genocide Education
throughout the school systems in
New Jersey. Under the aegis of the
State Department of Education,
this Commission has developed
not only separate, detailed
Holocaust curricula for students in
grades K-3, 4-8 and 9-12, but also
curricula dealing with the
Armenian Genocide, the Ukrainian
Famine, the Cambodian Killing
Fields, Ethnic Cleansing in the
Former Yugoslavia, Genocide in
Rwanda, as well as Slavery and
the Plight of American Indians.
Another of the Commission’s
activities involves monitoring
some 1,200 Internet hate sites in
New Jersey.

The Commission has been instru-
mental in the establishment of
twenty-three Holocaust Genocide
Resource Centers in New Jersey
colleges and universities, as well
as numerous Demonstration sites
on the high school level. Each
year, these centers, each with a
slightly different emphasis, offer
seminars and institutes for elemen-
tary and secondary school, as well
as for higher education faculty.
They enable hundreds of high
school students to attend programs
geared to raise their awareness of
the dangers of letting prejudice get
out of hand. They learn that, while
not many people are capable of
being rescuers who put their own
lives on the line to save innocent
victims, most of us can become
upstanders, rather than bystanders,
in the presence of injustice and
cruelty. During impressionable

years, students are often most
deeply touched by hearing sur-
vivors of the Holocaust and other
genocides share experiences with
them.

Since 1983, after thirty-eight years
of silence, as an Associate of the
Commission, I have been speaking
to students of all ages and faculty
at all instructional levels, in the
firm belief that education is the
best inoculation against prejudice.
Through the years, many survivors
have joined the ranks of bearing
witness to unspeakable tragedies.
The Commission and the Centers
facilitate Speakers Bureaus that
match programs with survivors. In
the knowledge that Holocaust sur-
vivors are fading out rapidly, the
urgent goal is to put as many sur-
vivors in personal contact with stu-
dents as possible by initiating the
adopt-a-survivor program, sur-
vivor portraiture and photography
projects by students who get to
know their subjects as individuals
and similar opportunities. As time
marches on, the Commission is
increasingly supportive of the
efforts of Second/Third Generation
Survivors who are becoming unit-
ed in Generations of the Shoah
International.

So the eternal vigilance against
prejudice, bigotry and hatred must

continue as it keeps rearing its
ugly head the world over.
