Classroom Instruction (Gan-Zayin)
Gan, Alef & Bet (Grades K to 2)
e Students attend class on Sundays and may choose between an early (8:30 to 10:30 a.m.) and
late session (11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.).
o We also offer a “Mechina” Hebrew immersion enrichment program which meets on Thursdays
from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m. and follows the Chalav u’'Devash curriculum. Students must attend
Gan, Alef, or Bet on Sunday in order to attend the “Mechina” program.

Gimmel, Daled, Heh & Vav (Grades 3 to 6)
e Students attend class on Sundays and may choose between an early (8:30 to 10:30 a.m.) and
late session (11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.). They also come on Tuesdays from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m.
e Those who choose may also add a Thursday enrichment program from 4-6 PM that will
include Hebrew, text study, art and special youth activities.

Zayin (Grade 7)
e Students attend class on Sundays and may choose between an early (8:30 to 10:30 a.m.) and
late session (11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.). They also come on Thursdays from 4-6 PM.

Shabbat Requirements (Gan-Zayin)
To introduce our students to the Shabbat morning service and enhance the prayer learning taking
place in the classroom, students are required to attend age-appropriate Shabbat programming at TJC.

Gan & Alef: 3 Shabbatot/year at Mini-Minyan (Shabbat Latze’'eerim)

Bet: 3 Shabbatot/year at Mini-Minyan or Jr. Congregation (Shabbat Latze’eerim or
Shabbat Layeladim)

Gimmel: 5 Shabbatot/year at Jr. Congregation (Shabbat Layeladim)

Daled: 6 Shabbatot/year at Jr. Congregation (Shabbat Layeladim)

Heh: 8 Shabbatot/year at Jr. Congregation (Shabbat Layeladim)

Vav: 10 Shabbatot/year of Vav Seminar (which meets from 9:30-10:30 a.m.) as well as 10
Shabbatot/year in the Main Sanctuary from 10:30 until the end of services

Zayin: 18 Shabbatot/year of Zayin Torah Class (9:30- 10:30 a.m.) as well as 18

Shabbatot/year in the Main Sanctuary from 10:30 until the end of services



Tichon (Grades 8to 11)

Tichon, The Jewish Center's high school program, is for grades 8 through 11 and held on Wednesday
evenings from 5:45 to 8:00 p.m. All students who have completed The Jewish Center's Religious
School program are encouraged to participate in Tichon. The weekly Tichon schedule is as follows:

5:45-6:30 Dinner
6:30-7:15 Core Class (by grade — see below)
7:15-8:00 Elective Class

Grade 8 Core Class: Israel in the fall and Bible in the spring.
Grade 9 Core Class: “Denominations of Judaism” in the fall and “Hot Topics” in the spring.

Grade 10 Core Class: Studying with Rabbi Feldman. During the fall semester they take an elective
class second period; during the spring they work with Rabbi Tucker on preparing for their Siyyum
Tichon graduation.

NEW!! Grade 11 Program Tichon Ve'od

This year we are excited to introduce Tichon Ve’od (Tichon and More!). This new 11th grade program
will offer students the chance to study Tikkun Olam (healing the world) and participate in Jewish and
greater community service projects. One Wednesday a month from 5:45 to 7:00 p.m. students will
participate in group study. One Sunday a month they will apply their learning through hands on
service activities and trips. We encourage all rising 11" graders, whether currently enrolled in Tichon
or not, to sign up for this new and exceptional program!

While there are no assurances,
the possibility of getting your first choice will be greatly enhanced by getting your registration
forms and deposits in on time. We will also try to keep siblings in the same session on Sunday

unless otherwise specified.
